Vertical steam ironing

e Hang the garment on a hanger and hold the fabric slightly taut with one
hand. The steam is very hot, so you should always do this with the garment
on a hanger — never iron clothes which someone is wearing.

Auto-Stop safety feature (depending on model)

» The electronic system cuts off the electric power and the Auto-Stop warning When the Auto-Stop
light flashes if the iron is left vertically on its heel for more than 8 minutes, or warning light is on, it
in a horizontal position for more than 30 seconds - fig.12.
